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    INTRODUCTION

   

The embodiment of American government, WASHINGTON, D.C., finds a 
myriad of gleaming marble monuments and a dizzying array of impressive 
museums. As the nation’s capital, the scale of the city is accordingly grand, 
with spacious boulevards and imposing buildings fronted by wide, 
sweeping steps. There are, however, no skyscrapers to compete with the 
impact of the city’s famous monuments. Beyond the memorials and 
museums, interesting neighborhoods like Georgetown, the preppy enclave 
surrounding the university, and funky Adams Morgan, the city’s smaller 
version of Manhattan’s East Village, are fun to explore. The grand houses 
and chic restaurants of Dupont Circle also deserve a visit. D.C.’s parking 
police seem to take special pleasure tormenting native and visiting drivers 
alike, so opt for the clean, efficient subway system to get around. Also, be 
aware that heightened security has affected tours in certain buildings.

Air & Space Museum 
National Mall at 7th and Independence Ave. Washington, D.C.. 202/357-1400. 
www.nasm.si.edu.
“All around you, whether suspended from the ceiling or parked at floor level, are 
aircraft representing milestones in the history of flight. It's extraordinary to find 
yourself surrounded by so much ground-breaking aviation history. Look up into 
the rafters and there, suspended as in amber, is the recumbent figure of Wilbur 
Wright inside his 1903 Flyer. Move your head around and you’ll see a DC-3, first 
produced in 1935, and perhaps the world's most successful aircraft—it still flies 
in some isolated places. You’ll also spot a TriMotor and the Boeing 247-D, the 
first successful long-distance airliners, while down on the floor finds a DC-6 
fuselage—walk into it to get a look at the bygone elegance of air travel (windows 
with curtains, china with sterling silver cutlery, and leather seats).” Member:

“I have been to the Louvre and the Musée d'Orsay, the Sistine Chapel, the 
Uffizzi Gallery, the Metropolitan Museum, the Van Gogh Museum and the 
Rijksmuseum . . . having been around the block, I can tell you that this 
Smithsonian art museum is one of the BEST. It has wondrous pieces like 
Edward Hopper's People in the Sun, and Andrea Del Castagno's tempura and 
leather Youthful David as part of its collection.”

Arlington Cemetery

“You can’t help but get a lump in your throat when you walk among the 
tombstones and see all of the young soldiers that died. Some are well-known 
(i.e., Audie Murphy, General George C. Marshall) while others are obviously 
more anonymous—but they all served their country. The cemetery is also 
famous for holding the tombs of John F. Kennedy and boxer Joe Louis. Make 
sure you go to the Tomb of the Unknowns and watch the changing of the guard, 
visit the Iwo Jima war memorials, see Arlington House (a memorial to Robert E. 
Lee, whose land was used to create the cemetery), and check out other 
monuments like the Shuttle Challenger Memorial. Take a moment and leave a 
flower on the grave of a fallen soldier. Arlington is personal because my 
grandfather (a WWII hero) and my grandmother were buried here; I always take 
the time to pay my respects when I pass through Washington. ” Member: jim.

Capitol Building 
Constitution and Independence Ave., near east end of the Mall. Washington, D.C.. 202/224-

“The Capitol cannot be missed—its cast-iron dome (an engineering feat in 1851) 
rises 280 feet above the ground and weighs 9 million pounds. The Great 
Rotunda is the first thing you’ll see when entering the building, but don’t miss 
the Old Senate Chamber, Statuary Hall, and the 10-ton bronze Columbus 
Doors. ” Member: gonewriting.

Corcoran Gallery 
500 17th St. NW. Washington, D.C.. 202/639-1700. www.corcoran.org.
“With its marble edifice and huge lobby, the Corcoran feels more like a museum 
than a gallery. Though it showcases a survey of Western art from the late 18th 
century onwards, the Corcoran’s greatest strength is its American collection, 
especially its paintings from 1850 to 1930. You’ll see Gilbert Stuart’s portraits of 
George Washington, as well as works by Winslow Homer, Eastman Johnson, 
Thomas Eakins, John Singer Sargent, and James MacNeill Whistler. Two large 
canvases dominate the central gallery on the second floor: Frank Church’s 
churning Niagara and the epic Last of the Buffalo by Church’s archrival Alfred 
Bierstadt. American painters from the early 20th century, like George Bellows 
and the Ashcan artists, are well represented. Note the canvas Ground 
Swell—this seascape is likely the brightest, cheeriest work you’ll ever see from 
Edward Hopper. The Corcoran’s modern art holdings don’t succeed quite as 
well, but the museum often hosts some terrific traveling exhibits. Visit the 
Corcoran on a Sunday morning and you’ll likely overhear the gospel brunch 
from the ground-floor café.”

“This is a combo tour—part land and part water. You ride past and around the 
Mall and see all of the historic sites and memorials. Then you go into the 
Potomac and get the view from the water, which is beautiful. Be prepared for 
some good insights, some corny jokes, and a fun time (you have to have a 
sense of humor riding on the Duck Tour).”

“This is where Lincoln was shot! A tour guide narrates the story, while you sit, 
rapt, in one of the theater seats. He tells the drama in a way that makes it come 
alive—you can almost hear the shots ring out. Yes, there is a line to get in, but 
it’s worth the wait. In the museum across the street, you will see Booth's murder 
weapon, the bed in which Lincoln died, his tall hat, and blood-caked clothes, as 
well as other memorabilia related to the infamous evening. It is fascinating 
indeed.”

Holocaust Museum

“We each received a small book on an individual who had died in the Holocaust; 
it told us where they grew up, how they died, and about their family members. 
Movie theaters on three floors show footage of concentration camp prisoners 
and their torturers. The museum has very good pictures, stories, hands-on 
experiments, and many other things to keep you busy. My favorite part was 
being able to see a uniform worn by a child who was in a camp.” Member:

Thank 
goodness we gave it one more try and discovered the 
Dupont Circle area, spent some time in Georgetown, and 
got into neighborhoods away from the main attractions.”

Library of Congress

“The world's largest library contains more than 100 million items in 450 
languages. This Brobdingnagian institution is housed in three enormous 
buildings and employs a staff of around 5,000. The first congressional library 
was a no-frills affair housed in the Capitol—the initial collection of 740 books 
arrived from London in 1801. In 1814, the British invaded Washington and 
burned the Capitol building and the small library in the process. Retired 
President Thomas Jefferson, an avid book collector with the finest library in the 
country, stepped forward and offered his collection to Congress. Congress 
actually hesitated, objecting to the fact that Jefferson's library contained 
controversial works. After four months of angry Congressional debate, the final 
vote was 81 in favor and 71 opposed. By accepting Jefferson's 6,487 books, 
Congress tacitly subscribed to Jefferson’s all-embracing philosophy, which 
guides the Library to this day. The magnificent interior, with its soaring vaulted 
ceilings, marble columns, mosaic floors, and ornate murals, was a decidedly 
American undertaking—something of a political statement in the European-
besotted Gilded Age. While the decorative themes may seem decidedly 
lopsided to the modern visitor—they scarcely acknowledge non-Western 
cultures—they are remarkably beautiful.” Member: Idler. Journal: Paper Chase.

   
Lincoln Memorial

“The architect who designed the memorial, Henry Bacon, envisioned the shrine 
as a beacon that would be visible from many corners of the city. Inside, Daniel 
Chester French’s 19-foot-high statue of Lincoln is surrounded by engravings of 
Abe's words. Abe himself is sitting, his brows knitted in contemplation, gazing 
solemnly over the Mall while one hand grips the arm of the chair–it’s so lifelike! 
This humbling piece of work evokes patriotism and a sense of awe. It’s not to be 
missed!”

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National Arboretum

“This may well be the most under-appreciated thing in the District of Columbia. 
This is largely due to its location—Northeast D.C. isn't the friendliest part of town 
and it's not easy to get to unless you have access to a car. If you can work past 
all that, though, you really should consider the Arboretum for a relaxing 
afternoon. Maintained by the U.S. Department of Agriculture, the park contains 
446 acres of rolling land dotted with pretty gardens, interesting trees, shrubs, 
flowers, and the like. There are 9.5 miles of winding roads for driving or biking. 
The coolest thing here is the Capitol Column installation; originally slated to 
replace the existing columns at the U.S. Capitol building, this set of columns 
wound up being too big for the sandstone base. The Capitol's loss is the 
Arboretum's gain, as the columns create a feeling of mystery and majesty as 
they rise from the meadows. Rounding out the installation is a striking reflecting 
pool with a nifty stair-step waterfall.”

“Park your car outside D.C. and come in on the Metro. 
Don’t be one of those poor bewildered folks going 
haplessly ‘round and ‘round massive Dupont Circle without 
a clue as to which street to take. Listen, Pierre L’Enfant 
was a genius, but cars didn’t figure in his vision for the 
nation’s capital. Traffic is hideous: drivers are either 
impatient or enraged. Imagine . . . a city with the world’s 
highest proportion of lawyers (the rest are lobbyists, 
bureaucrats, and politicians), they’re all late for a very 
important meeting, and you’re in front of them, not sure 
where you’re going— that’s reason enough to avoid 
driving in Washington.”

National Gallery of Art 
National Mall, between 3rd and 9th streets, at Constitution Ave. NW. Washington, D.C.. 
202/737-4215. www.nga.gov.
“Over the past few decades, the National Gallery of Art has become one of the 
world’s greatest repositories of art—rivaling the Met and the Tate. There is so 
much to see here it can be overwhelming. There are usually a couple of major 
exhibitions going on (some charge admission) so be sure to check with docents 
at the front desk. I’ve seen everything from Leonardo da Vinci’s early sketches 
to watercolors by Monet. Personally, I’m gonzo for Renaissance art, particularly 
paintings from Northern Europe, so I always gravitate to Rogier van der 
Weyden’s Portrait of a Lady and Quentin Massys' Ill-Matched Lovers. The 
gallery also has amazing works by Dürer and Breugel. If modern art is more 
your thing, head to the East Building for 20th-century works from artists like 
Lichtenstein, Picasso, and Warhol.” Member: daverydc. Journal: The

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National Museum of American History 
National Mall, 14th St. and Constitution Ave. NW. Washington, D.C.. 202/357-2700.

“Few museums match this one in breadth and scope. Far from being merely a 
jingoistic celebration of America, it traces the country’s major historical and 
cultural developments with wings devoted to agricultural advances, maritime 
and shipbuilding history, road and rail transport, and electricity. My advice is to 
make sure you have a plan of attack before entering this gigantic edifice. With 
the help of a good guide, decide what you most want to see, and then prioritize 
the list. Once inside, approach the exhibits single-mindedly and ignore anything 
that exceeds your list. If you don't do this, there's a very good chance that you'll 
get sidetracked and never make it to the exhibits you actually wanted to 
concentrate on. ” Member: Overlander.

“The giant pandas are always a good source of entertainment, but there is 
plenty more to keep children occupied here. The zoo is a big open space near 
the city and is easily accessible from the Metro red line via Woodley 
Park/National Zoo station. There are lots of animals to see, including the reptile 
center, great ape house, and bat cave. Amazonia is a large rainforest display 
that houses many birds and plants. Everything is well signposted with signs to 
direct you to the latest baby animals—on my first visit I saw a baby rhino.”

The market has an appealing 
bohemian quality crossed with a 
certain entrepreneurial élan, which 

draws everyone from tony Capitol Hill residents to less-
wealthy people from southern Washington districts.”

“A really neat way to see the Jefferson Memorial is by renting a paddleboat on 
the Potomac! There's a paddleboat rental station near the Memorial, and you 
and a friend can just float around the Potomac and take in the sites. Be warned, 
the farther out you paddle, the farther you have to paddle back! We had a great 
time: it was a bright, sunny day, the ducks were friendly, and we talked to other 
paddleboaters too.

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Phillips Collection

“A visit to the Phillips Collection doesn’t feel like a typical museum excursion: it’s 
more like visiting an acquaintance who lives in a really nice house and happens 
to own a lot of great paintings. After paying your admission, proceed to the room 
on the left, which features French painters from the mid-nineteenth century, to 
see Daumier’s stirring Uprising. Further down the hall, in a large near-Gothic 
billiard room, two Marsden Hartley canvasses hang on the south wall; his still 
life Wild Roses is a triumph of color and shape. Upstairs finds American works 
from the first half of the 20th century, notably: Georgia O’Keefe, Arthur Dove, 
Thomas Hart Benton, and Edward Hopper. The greatest part is the 
Impressionist Gallery, a large room displaying stunners from Van Gogh (Road 
Menders), Bonnard (The Palms), and Matisse (Studio: Quai St. Michel), with 
Renoir’s masterwork, Luncheon of the Boating Party, shining above them all. In 
fact, it’s easy to overlook the Dégas and Cézanne works and get pulled into 
Luncheon—it cost $125,000 and was the world’s most expensive painting at the 
time. ” Member: Adventures With Adam.

Underground Museums 
National Mall, 23rd St. NW at Capitol St. Washington, D.C.. 202/357-4880. www.asia.si.edu.
“Pssssttt . . . Here’s an inside tip. If you’re visiting the Mall, check out the 
attractions beneath your feet. Not many tourists realize it, but there’s a whole 
miniature world to explore in a three-level subterranean complex of museums 
below the Enid Haupt Garden, behind the Smithsonian Castle. Enter any of the 
museums at street level and visit all four interconnecting areas: The National 
Museum of African Art, The Dillon S. Ripley Center (housing occasional 
expositions), the Arthur M. Sackler Gallery, and the Freer Gallery of Art. On a 
hot day, this can be a real boon, not to mention that these places are seldom 
crowded—even during peak season. Admittedly, the Asian and African art 
housed in these collections is less of a draw than, say, the two-ton African 
elephant in the rotunda of the Natural History Museum. However, I make it a 
point to visit one of the delightful ‘underground museums’ every time I visit the 
Mall.”

Vietnam War Memorial

“It was perhaps inevitable that the memorial to the dead and missing soldiers in 
this most contentious and criticized of American wars should have been nearly 
as controversial to design and construct. The simplicity of the design, and the 
absence of romantic, vainglorious statuary—save a trio of splendid bronze 
soldiers added as an afterthought—leaves a simple marble wall on which are 
etched the names of more than 58,000 soldiers and officers who died in action 
or were—or are still—missing in action. A visit to the memorial is a moving 
experience, much more so than I ever expected. We approached from the 
direction of the Lincoln Memorial on a cool, misty, dreary morning. The wall sort 
of sneaks up on you, seemingly growing out of the earth. Almost at ground level 
is the first name, a soldier who died in 1963. As you walk along beside the wall, 
it gradually and inexorably grows taller and taller until it's over 10 feet tall. Very 
soon, you feel the need—at least I did—to run your fingers over the names, for 
this monument speaks with an intimacy I've rarely experienced. Most war 
memorials dwarf you with their grandiosity; this one mesmerizes you with its 
quiet, almost introverted, dignity. I won't soon forget this experience. ” Member:

“In 1783, Congress called for the construction of a statue to honor George 
Washington’s leadership during the American Revolution. It wasn’t until 1836, 
when the Washington National Monument Society was formed, that money 
began being donated for a memorial. By 1848, enough money had been 
collected, but the construction was interrupted by the Civil War and was not 
resumed until 1876—this is noticeable in the change in marble color some 150-
feet up. You can walk 898 steps or take a short elevator ride to the top of the 
monument for a grand view.”

White House

“It's a shame that White House tours have been suspended indefinitely. The 
most recognized home in America, the White House embodies the power and 
statesmanship of the Oval Office, the world’s most powerful office. Every 
President, except George Washington, has conducted government business 
from here over the last 200 years. Since Pennsylvania Avenue is closed, you 
can linger out front or in the park directly across the street and take photos for 
as long as you like; make sure, too, to look out for protestors (they always make 
things interesting). The anti-nuclear war vigil has allegedly been out front ’24- 
hours a day since 1981.’ On the West side of the White House, say ‘hi’ to your 
favorite network reporter as she awaits the latest news in the area affectionately 
known as ‘Pebble Beach.’ Make sure to walk around the back of the White 
House for the rear view, which may be the best of the lot! Before you go, contact 
your local Congressmen or Senator, just to make sure you can get whatever 
VIP treatment is available. ” Member: Smozingo.

Bistro du Coin 
1738 Connecticut Ave. NW. Washington, D.C.. 202/234-6969. 
“Fun, stylish bistro with excellent French food. BdC does an excellent job of 
capturing the look and feel of an age-old, casual Parisian restaurant. The colors 
are gold (walls and lighting) and brick red. You'll hear lots of 
conversation—everyone at BdC seems to be in the mood to socialize and that 
goes for the friendly, engaging staff too. I was excited to find bistro classics like 
tartiflette and onglet (hangar steak) and wasn’t disappointed when they arrived. 
During my first visit, my group of five (which included two Frenchmen) ordered a 
few appetizers to share. The tartiflette was incredible—the perfect combination 
of potatoes, bacon, cheese, and onion—and I easily could have eaten one on 
my own (and gained 20 pounds in the process!!), but this rich concoction was a 
perfect shared appetizer. The group also shared a bucket of mussels in white 
wine. Most ordered meat as their main course. My onglet with frites was tender 
and delicious and served a perfect medium, as requested.” Member: JLK100.

“Let me just say that I am now spoiled forever when it comes to good steak with 
the fixin's. When you walk in, you can see cuts of steak being cured on the 
premises. When my filet mignon arrived, it was so juicy and tender that I could 
cut it with a fork. We split an order of mashed potatoes between us (most of 
their sides are big enough to serve two), which were unbelievably creamy. My 
friend ordered the salmon, which she also thought was incredible. The decor is 
very fancy-shmancy, but not overwhelming. It's a popular place among city 
politicos, and you might spot a senator. The service was impeccable. Our 
glasses were always full, and the waiter was at our beck and call. It was nice to 
treat ourselves to such a great dinner.”
